The 11th China-ASEAN Expo Held in Nanning, China

With the theme of “Jointly Building a 21th Century Maritime Silk Road ", the 11th China-ASEAN Expo
(CAEXPO) commenced in Nanning, China, followed by the 11th China-ASEAN Business &
Investment Summit (CABIS), on 16th September, 2014, the first year of the Diamond Decade of China-
ASEAN cooperation and the start of efforts to jointly build the "21st-Century Maritime Silk Road".

H.E. Zhang Gaoli, Vice Premier of China attended the opening ceremony and delivered speech. He
stated that the all-round cooperation between China and ASEAN has been expanding in 11 key areas
including environmental protection. He suggested to sign cooperation agreement in areas of environment
and sustainable development to upgrade the China-ASEAN Free Trade Area, and make good use of
cooperation platforms such as China-ASEAN Environmental Cooperation Center (CAEC) to enhance
people-to-people exchange.

A Exchange experience on sustainable development strategies, policies, action plans and initiatives;

A Examine the status and progress of environmental cooperation between ASEAN and China;

A Promote the implementation of the ASEAN-China Strategy on Environmental Cooperation and its
Action Plans;

A Exchange views on co-building the Maritime Silk Road of the 21st Century;

A Foster and enhance partnership for promoting regional sustainable development.
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The ASEAN-China Environmental Cooperation Forum is a platform for policy dialogue and experience
sharing, promoting pragmatic cooperation. This is the forth forum successfully held since 2011.

This forum was attended by nearly 200 participants from ASEAN, China, development partners,
international organizations and NGOs, such as UNEP, UNIDO, ADB, SEI, WWF and GIZ. The forum
publicized the ecological civilization concept and environmental policies and achievements in promoting
regional sustainable development of China, deepened mutual understanding, put forward valuable
proposals, and laid the foundation for further environmental cooperation between ASEAN and China.
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Vice Minister Li Ganjie Addressed Opening Ceremony
of the ASEAN-China Environmental Cooperation Forum (2014)

On 16th September, 2014, Mr. Li Ganjie, Vice Minister of MEP, attended and addressed the
opening ceremony of the ASEAN-China Environmental Cooperation Forum (2014).

In the keynote speeches, Mr. Li Ganjie
pointed out that strengthening
environmental cooperation between China
and ASEAN accords with their
development needs as well as contributes
to global sustainable development. He
emphasized four aspects of work on the
issue of promoting ecological civilization
and environmental management system.
Firstly, further enrich the theoretical
system with the subject of exploring a new
path of environmental protection.

N " Protection Law. Thirdly, build strict

organization and institution system to regulate all the pollutants with the opportunity of deepening
the reform of ecological protection system. Finally, construct a work system of improving the
environment quality with the core of pollution prevention in air, water and soil.

Mr. Li Ganjie put forward three suggestions. Firstly, jointly build the green Maritime Silk Road,
build the regional environmental protection community. Secondly, strengthen policy
communication and capacity building, construct multilevel and wide-range cooperation platform
and network. Thirdly, actively conduct environmentally sound technology and industry cooperation,
inject new vigor into regional green development.

Mr. Zhai Qing addressed the EMM+3 and introduced recent progresses of environmental
protection in China. He pointed out that the cooperation is an important impetus for regional
sustainable development since countries in this area are facing common challenges and
opportunities of regional economic development and green transformation.

During the EAS EMM, Mr. Zhai Qing delivered speech and stated that EAS EMM is an
important platform for EA countries to conduct regional environmental communication and
cooperation.

Thirdly, China will actively promote environmentally
sound technology and industry cooperation, inject fresh momentum into regional green development
and improve supporting capacity for green innovation.

Established upon the approval of the CCICED 2011 Bureau Meeting, the aim of the Task Force is
to propose the development strategy for China’s sustainable consumption and serve for the
construction of resource-saving and environment-friendly society. According to the work plan,
the Task Force will report its final findings at CCICED 2013 Annual General Meeting (AGM).

SCO Will Establish the Environmental Protection
Information Sharing Platform

At the 14th meeting of the Council of Heads of State of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization
(SCO) held on 12th September, 2014, in Dushanbe, Tajikistan, the Chinese President Xi Jinping
put forward four proposals to promote SCO cooperation, which mentioned the acceleration of
building environmental protection information sharing platform with the support of CSEC.

This platform is built for sharing environmental information, policy communication,
environmental cooperation pilot demonstration, ecological environmental protection joint
research and environmental protection capacity building.

CAEC Attended the 9th Meeting of Environmental Cooperation
Committee of China-Russia Prime Ministers’ Regular Meeting
Committee

The 9th meeting of Environmental Cooperation Committee of China-Russia Prime Ministers’
Regular Meeting Committee was held from 10th to 12th September, 2014, in Moscow, Russia.
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Two delegations led respectively by Mr. Zhou
Shengxian, Chairman of Chima Committee
and Minister of MEP China and Mr. Sergey
Donskoy, Chairman of Russia Committee and
Minister of Ministry of Natural Resources and
Environment of the Russian Federation
attended this meeting.

This  meeting introduced the  major
environmental protection measures of the two
countries during last year and reviewed the
progress of environmental cooperation
between China and Russia over the past nine
years.

Both sides believed it necessary to improve
the environmental cooperation among SCO
members and build the platform for regional
sustainable development of SCO supported by
China-SCO  Environmental  Cooperation
Center (CSEC).

Minister Zhou Shengxian proposed three
suggestions for strengthening cooperation.
Firstly, upgrade China-Russia Environmental
Cooperation. Secondly, promote bilateral and
regional integration development. Thirdly,
expand technique and personnel exchange.
